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St. Bartholomew’s Day is August 24. Bartholomew, who also seems to have gone by “Nathaniel,” is a little-known disciple/apostle. 
Almost all we know is that Philip, another early disciple, was found by Jesus, and Philip found Nathaniel (Bartholomew). “We have found the One” about whom the Old Testament testified, Philip said: “Jesus . . . from Nazareth.” When he got the retort, “Can anything good come from Nazareth?”, Philip responded, “Come and see” (John 1:45-46). 
Thank God that Nathaniel (Bartholomew) said what he said, and that Philip responded. We echo Philip when we tell the Good News about Jesus today. 
Yes, we say, come and see. Specifically, hear the word by which you are born again, which can save you (1 Peter 1:23; James 1:21). Listen. Receive His washing in baptism. Eat His body, drink His blood. “Taste and see that the Lord is good” (Ps. 34:8).

New Dollar for Missions Project: 
CID is pleased to announce that sufficient funds have been received for the DFM project to replace insulation in the chancel ceiling at Wittenberg Lutheran Center, Normal. Originally estimated at $10,000, this project will likely be completed at a lesser cost.
The way stands clear for a new project. Immanuel Lutheran Student Center in Macomb was dedicated in 1969, but some of the equipment in the kitchen of the apartment for the live-in student who takes care of the student center (the sexton) has not been replaced since then. The current DFM project is for $11,000 to replace original kitchen equipment in this apartment.

Dollar for Missions Application deadline: The deadline is September 1, 2025, to propose projects to be funded in the following priority order: 1.) new church starts; 2.) mission-focused augmentations to present ministries within CID; 3.) existing CID missions. 

Worker Wellness: 
In cooperation with Concordia Plans, which is providing a $10,000 grant to CID, the District’s Committee for Human Care and Worker Wellness has developed two goals for 2025-2026: 
1) To raise gold/platinum status participation in Vitality from 11.5% to 15%
